Chollerton First School is supported by an active PTFA, whose purpose is to raise funds for the benefit of the school and its children, and to have some fun in doing so! All parents and friends of the school are invited to support the various fundraising events during the year, and volunteers are always welcome to help organise and run events. The PTFA looks forward to your support during 2012.

Who are we?

The PTFA is a small group of parents, teachers and friends who organise fund-raising events to support the work of the school. The PTFA is chaired by Clare North Lewis, the treasurer is Michelle Nixon, and the secretary is Daniel Storey. Sue Wildsmith and the other teachers participate, as does the vicar Michael Slade.

What did we do in 2009/10?

The PTFA raised £1300 in the school year 2009/10, through the Family Funday, Christmas Fayre, book sale and sponsored catalogue shopping, with very helpful matched funding from Barclays Bank making up nearly half of this total. The PTFA spent around £800 in the year, to fund the children’s trip to the Beamish museum in the summer and the Christmas cinema outing, as well as pay for some classroom equipment.

What is the PTFA doing this year, 2010/11?

So far this school year, we have run the Family Funday in October and the Christmas Fayre in December. We hope also to raise money from sponsored sales at the Cogito bookshop in Hexham, and online shopping via easyfundraising.org.uk. Plans for 2011 include:

· Spring term - broth bingo in February; sponsored walk around Hallington reservoir in late March

· Summer term - quiz evening in June

Other ideas under investigation include producing a recipe book from every child’s ideas and suggestions.

Our new fundraising goal this year, in addition to supporting the regular trips for the children, is to enable Sue Wildsmith to replace the classroom computers with modern equipment. The PTFA aims to fund 10% of the total cost, with the bulk of the money coming from Church House. This is an exciting project, and one from which all the children should benefit for many years to come.
