GRITTING POLICY

In the event of freezing weather conditions, the access path to Class 2 will be thoroughly gritted as will the paved area leading from the car park to the main entrance door.

In the event of snow fall, no gritting will take place as risk of injury through falling is reduced.

In the event of patchy frozen areas, grit will be applied to said areas and a chalked area will be marked around the site to indicate No Entry.

The Headteacher will make the decision by 8.00 a.m. as to whether gritting takes place.

In very severe freezing conditions where the whole of the school yard is slippery, children will play on the area of chippings around the sandpits.
Standard weight bearing/load bearing procedures will be followed when carrying out gritting.
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
