POLICY FOR INFORMATION & COMMUNICATION TECHNOLOGY

Definition:

ICT can be defined as the technology associated with the handling and communication of information:  its storage, processing and transmission in a variety of forms by electronic means and its use in controlling the operation of machines and other devices.
Incorporating ICT into the curriculum of Chollerton First School will be achieved by bearing in mind three objectives:-

1.
To extend and enhance learning in a majority of subject areas of the National Curriculum and beyond.

2.
To help children to develop ICT capability.

3.
To teach ICT skills specified within other National Curriculum areas.
A child who has developed ICT capability should:
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be confident in the use of ICT
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select and use ICT appropriate to the task
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identify situations where the use of ICT would be relevant
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be able to reflect and comment on the use of ICT
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recognise that ICT affects the way in which people live and work.
· beware of how to keep safe whilst using ICT equipment

Equal Opportunities and Special Needs

All children develop and learn at their own pace.  Those children with Special Educational Needs will have opportunities to develop their ICT capabilities and will use ICT to extend and enhance their learning in other curriculum areas.  All children will be given equal opportunities to develop their ICT capabilities and computers are readily accessible on a daily basis.  Opportunities will be given for work with programmable robot devices and computer control equipment.  Consideration will be made to the number of children who feasibly can take part in an ICT activity at any one time, and groupings will be managed sensitively encouraging pupils to work collaboratively and co-operatively.

Planning and Progression

ICT capability will be developed progressively over a child's school life through a range of regular, planned experiences.  This is organised into four strands:
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communicating and handling information
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measurement and control
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modelling

monitoring (applications and effects)

As they move from KS1 to KS2 children should extend their experiences of ICT by working with a broader range of information sources including the Internet.  Equipment and software will be used in a wider range of contexts.  They should move from using ICT to support them directly in a task to a critical view of the wider uses of ICT and should decide where the use of ICT is most appropriate.

ICT capability will be developed and demonstrated through its use in many areas of the curriculum.  In planning, the teacher will recognise where opportunities exist for children to use ICT in their work and provide a range of resources to enable them to make choices as they practise their skills and demonstrate their developing ICT capabilities.  This will take the form of structured identification of ICT focuses in long term planning.
Assessment

Technology capability will be used as a check list for the development of the knowledge, skills and understanding of pupils and will provide the basis for making judgements about pupils' performance at the end of Key Stage 1, and in Year 4 on leaving First School.

Suggestions are also made about the use of presentations and displays.  This will serve as a record of group progress, and the work presented could contribute towards a school portfolio.

Where a child's progress differs markedly from that of the rest of the class, teachers will wish to make a note of this and of the reasons for the difference.  This provides a straightforward  method of passing on information about children to the next teacher, without overly detailed records or bureaucratic systems of record keeping.  

Evaluation and Resources

Audits will be made periodically on ICT provision and experiences being offered through the child's first school career in Chollerton First School.

Resources will be periodically audited, evaluated and extended where appropriate.  The range of software will be monitored to ensure familiarity and proper use of programmes.  Computer software should be appropriate to the age and ability of the pupils.
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
